People or businesses who violate Contra Costa's Health Orders are now subject

administrative fines, underaewordinance passed by the Board of SupervisorsJuly 28,
2020to improve our ability to combat the spread of the virus.

The County antbcal dties willcontinue to use "educational enforcement” as the paim tool

for achieving compliance with the Health Ordeiithese are administrative and not criminal
fines. Violators may be given a warning with up to two days to comply, or immediately fined
depending on the situationThe Countywide Ordinance adoptkreads as follows:

A For violations ohon-commercial activities such as individuals not wearing a mask, the
fine is $100 for a first violation, $200 for a second violation, and $500 for each additjonz
violation, within one year of the initial violation.

A For violationgnvolvingcommercial activity, the fine is $250 for a first violation, $500
for a second violation, and $1,000 for each additional violation, within one year of the
initial violation.

A If aviolationcontinues for more than one day, each day is a separate violation.

A People with medicatxemptionsfor face coverings won't be fined.
