
SAN PABLO LYTTON CASINO CHARTIABLE CONTRIBUTIONS TO SENIORS 
 

(SAN PABLO, CA) – The San Pablo Lytton Casino recently visited the San Pablo Church Lane 
Senior Center on Monday, February 4, 2013 to present them with a check for $51,879.24. 
 
The Lytton Casino is a proud city and community partner who has been providing monetary 
assistance to the San Pablo Senior Center since 2003.  This relationship was established 
through the City of San Pablo, on behalf of the Senior Center, through a Municipal Services 
Agreement between the City and Lytton Casino to address potential revenue losses to the 
Senior Center’s annual bingo program. Since 2003, the Lytton Casino has shared over 
$350,000 in monetary contributions that has supported building upgrades, support services, and 
daily programming for Senior activities at the Senior Center. 

 
The check presentation took place yesterday at the Church Lane Senior Center, 1943 Church 
Lane, San Pablo, CA.  Members of the Senior Center Commission, along with Mayor Genoveva 
Calloway representing the San Pablo City Council, were present to receive the check from 
Lytton Casino representative Kathi Hamel.
